Talking Points

These Talking Points are suggestions designed to allow exploration and discussion of the story.  You may wish to select from the range at various points in the unit or  explore other aspects of the story which interest your class.

Getting the facts
· What different gifts did the Fairies give the Princess? 

· What was the spell that the Eleventh Fairy cast on the Princess? What did the Tenth Fairy do?

· What did the King say must happen to the spinning wheels ion the kingdom? Did it work?

· What did the Princess want to do on her birthday/ Where did she go?

· What happened when the Prince kissed the Princess?  

Using the imagination 

· Choose one of the Fairies and draw her and the gift she gave to the Princess. Draw the Eleventh Fairy, how is she different from the others? 
· What did the Princess have for her birthday party meal on her sixteenth birthday? 
· Imagine you’re a friend of the Prince. What is he like as a person?  
· Describe the scene just after the Prince has kissed the Princess. 
Using the senses
· Describe what you would see and hear as you entered the castle. What are the kitchens like? What would you be able to smell? 

· What was the view like from the princess’ bedroom?  
· As the Princess went through the door and up the spiral staircase, what did she see? What could she hear? What did it feel like?  

· What did the hedge feel like?  What could you hear in the garden beyond the hedge? 
Using the emotions

· How did the Queen feel when the Eleventh Fairy had cast her spell? How did she feel after the Tenth Fairy had spoken? 

· If you were the Eleventh Fairy, how would you explain why you had cast the spell? 

· What would it be like to know that you were going to sleep for a hundred years? 

· How did the Prince feel when the Blacksmith told him the story of the enchanted castle? 

Philosophical enquiry

· The Eleventh Fairy was angry that she had not been invited to the party. Was she right to cast the spell?

· The Princess didn’t know what was going to happen to her. Were her parents right not to tell her? 

· The King and Queen realised that they would need to invite all the fairies to the celebration at the end. Should they have suffered like they did just to learn this lesson?
